Physical

Definition: Agents within the work environment that can cause tissue trauma

Examples: noise, electricity, extreme temperatures, workplace violence

Checklist:
o Assess for fire hazards
o ldentify location of Fire Extinguishers in clinic area
o ldentify location of First Aid Station
o ldentify source of clean, fresh, running water/shower
o Assess Heating, Ventilation, Air Conditioning

Assess for excessive ambient noise
Assess electrical outlets (grounded, GFI, damaged receptacles, etc.)

Assure electrical cords are serviceable (good connectors, insulation intact,
etc.)

remove from service any damaged receptacles and portable electrical
equipment

Chemical
Definition: Various forms of chemicals that are potentially toxic or irritating to the
body system, including medications, solutions, and gases

Examples: carcinogens, corrosives, toxic or highly toxic, irritants, sensitizers, or
target organ effectors. (Hazardous chemicals, hazardous drugs, solvents, etc.)

Checklist:
o Assess for any potential Chemical Hazard.
o Verify that all hazardous chemicals are labeled appropriately
o Other

Psychological

Definition: Factors and situations encountered or associated with one's job or
work environment that create or potentiate stress, emotional strain, an/or other
interpersonal problems

Examples: Stress, workplace violence, shift work, inadequate staffing, heavy
workload, increased patient acuity

CheckKlist:

o Assess for adequate work space, unreasonable work load, lack of readily
available resources, inadequate and unsafe equipment.

o Assess for adequate staffing.
o Assess for an organized and efficient work environment.

o Assess for signs/symptoms of elevated stress, emotional strain, or
interpersonal problems
